



CFHA Suggested Guidelines 2010

The reason for covenants is to protect the investment of individual homeowners. 

Here in Churchill Falls we do not have covenants but do have some guidelines we hope all residents would follow.

1) Please keep your lawn mowed.  The county has a twelve-inch high grass ordinance - hopefully we can do better. (Section 83-12)

2) Park cars in designated parking spaces - not on your lawn. Cobb County ordinance states vehicles may not be parked in the grass or unimproved surface between the roadway and the home’s front setback.

3) Keep the noise down during the hours 11pm and 7am. (Section 50-257)

4) Keep trees pruned and maintained. You can be liable if a tree that is not maintained, falls and does damage.  Cobb County ordinance states, in the event that the tree is found to be dangerous by the registered forester or certified arborist, the property owner shall be responsible for fifty percent of the cost of such registered forester or certified arborist. (Section 134-129)

5) Please keep your house clean and maintained. There are several Cobb County ordinances on windows, doors and exterior attachments. (Sections 134-130 thru 134-133)

6) Help keep the neighborhood clean by picking up litter around your home, on the roadways and at the front entrances.  

7) Please make your kids wear helmets when riding bikes on the street. It's a law.

Bike Helmet Law - All children under 16 years of age must wear an approved bicycle helmet    while riding on public roads, sidewalks and bike paths.  50-6-296 (e) (1)  

8) Please don't allow your small children to play unsupervised on the street.

9) Please don’t park in such a manner as to prohibit safe passage of emergency vehicles.
